This is a very important message for our members:

   

We, the board of the Icelandic Association of Northern California, think 
that the membership needs to know the dire financial situation of the 
organization. This is our Association and without your support we 
cannot keep it going. We need your help. The AssociationÕs funds are 
depleted due to a lack of participation. We find ourselves in this 
situation due to the dwindling interest of our members in Thorrablót 
over the past few years.
For many years, the Icelandic Assoc. has been able to operate with 
funds provided by the members' fees paid yearly, as well as a small 
profit from the annual Thorrablót. The Jólaball has always been a small 
loss for the Assoc. because we only charge entrance fees for the adults. 
We find this a fair and necessary loss for our younger members. As 
stated in the previous newsletter, only about half of you pay the $15 
($25 for a family) annual dues.
Thorrablót, as you can imagine, is a very expensive evening to put on. 
We fly the chefs, the band, plus most of the food from Iceland. This is 
the draw for people to come to the event. Icelandair generously 
provides us a portion of the airfare for these tickets, but we have to pay 
for the tickets from the Icelandair gateway city to San Francisco. The 
cost to fly these people here this year was over $4000. We also paid 
$2000 for the rental of the hall and the food from Iceland was $2100. 
All of our costs are up front and paid months before the event. We were 
lucky this year that the chefs could bring the food with them to avoid 
the cost of shipping, which can be prohibitive.  Many other Icelandic 
organizations around the country have discontinued their Thorrablót 
parties because of the high cost and low attendance. 
In years past, we have had 120 to 200 guests, which allowed us to break 
even or make a small profit. In order to break even we need a minimum 

attendance of 120. This year we had 57 guests. Our loss for Thorrablót 
this year was $6400 and has left the Association with an empty bank 
account for the first time. 
This Association can only operate with the support of its' members.  
We need to know if there is interest in having an annual Thorrablót 
again. In order to have a Thorrablót next year, the Association needs 
to have $5000 in its bank account by June 17. That is the deadline we 
have to cancel the hall for next year without penalties. We are asking 
for tax deductible donations of support from you. Please help the 
Icelandic Association to continue. We have been very grateful for extra 
donations made by our Diamond, Gold and Silver members in the past 
three years. We need more help now. Please write a check of any 
amount you can to the Icelandic Assoc. of Northern California and 
send it to Adda Sigurdar, 787 Southampton Dr. Palo Alto, CA 94303.
We are also interested in suggestions and ideas from our membership 
that can help us to save money on a future event. Do you know of a 
hall that has a kitchen, which allows us to bring our own chefs?  This 
hall needs to be centrally located in the Bay Area and cost less then 
the one we have used in the past. If you know of local Icelandic 
musicians that could play at Thorrablót, we are interested in hearing 
about them too.  
Please understand that the board of 6 volunteers who organize the 4 
yearly events for us work very hard. They start preparing for 
Thorrablót a year in advance and arrive hours early to set up for the 
dinner. The volunteers alone cannot keep this Association going. We 
need your help to maintain The Icelandic Association which acts as a 
vehicle for Icelanders and Icelandic Americans to join together and 
celebrate their heritage.               Thank you, from the Board.
